Mastic Installation Tips

® Apply the tape mastic only to clean dry surfaces.

¢ Roll the mastic out to arm length.

e Press the mastic firmly in place making sure it is
tightly formed to all bends.

e Remove the paper backing only when ready to
install the top component.

Paper backing

® Splice the mastic with a 2" lap.

® Press the lapped pieces of mastic firmly together
to form a single thickness.

DO NOT STRETCH TAPE MASTIC ACROSS THE
CORNERS. THIS WILL DECREASE THE THICKNESS
WHERE IT IS NEEDED THE MOST.

Rake Trim Installation

1) Apply 1 1/2" Tape
Mastic MK. H3001 to
the short leg of the
rake trim.

2) Align end of rake
trim with the edge of
the roof panel at the
low eave.

3) Attach Rake trim to
roof with XH1061

fasteners 8” 0O.C.

Ridge Trim Installation

1) After the roof panel
is installed, continually
place a outside
closure MK. H3400 on
the ends of the
panels.

2) Next, place a piece of
HTDO6 trim (long leg on
top) onto the end of
the panel and closure.
Roll into place. Push
closure back into trim
if needed.

3) Field miter cap trim
and closure into| rake
trim. Caulk with H3152.

INSTALLATION

1) After cap trim is in

place, apply tape mastic
MK. H3001 continuously
on top of the cap trim.

2) Center ridge cap on
ridge and tape mastic.
Remove paper backing
off of mastic as work
progresses. Center
fasteners over tape
mastic and fasten
1"=0" 0.C. with XH1061
fasteners.

3) Lap ridge cap 47
and apply (2) beads
of H3152 tube caulk.

Fasten lap with (6)
XH1061 fasteners.
